Microeconomic Vision has three steps:

1.1 Micro- credit support program

Microcredit: Empowering the peoples by dealing their immediate needs and problem.

Help Now_ within the limit of what is possible in the circumstances_ while providing a vision of better things to come.

Priority:

1. Peoples in Needs in Debt Cycle due to high Interest rate.

2. Peoples with serious personal issues;

3. Trust Groups of grass-roots particularly marginalized peoples

1.2 Small scale investment with friendly environmentally; Family Business + small business
- Farms enhancing community Health;

- non- chemical farms and marketing;

-Promoting non-formal( Informal Labor) appropriate in host country

-Introducing Permaculture in IDPs areas, inside Burma.

- Extend Trust Groups into Cooperatives or larger networking and Coalitions;

1.3 Saving and Cooperatives links  with Bank of Buddha; 
Phase2:  Small and Medium Enterprise Fund with Self Reliance Policy
Micro-Credit Program is the non-government small credit institution for non-profit from community without any discrimination.

There will be representative of community and representatives of Trust Groups as Coordinator in each level of function.

Credit must be paid back via coordinators  to Bank of Buddha Regional Director by agreed schedule of Payment during the Credit. The beneficiaries should donate some extent of money to Bank of Buddha after Repayment of Credit.

There will be Trust Groups consist of grass-roots as members and all members must take collective responsibility for the success and repayment along with ensuring sustainability of the grass-roots. These TG can borrow not more than 100USD/3000TB per each twice per year.
For higher level, there must be at least two granters to ensure the repayment.

All credit must be assessed in accordance with rules and regulation of Bank of Buddha on his/her income generating situation.

There will be public relations personnel to make surveillance and advices to  beneficiaries.
There will be promoting awareness among the grass-roots and community on Microcredit Program, Self Reliance Policy, Sangha Economy locally and internationally as well as functions of CS.
